Cosmetics and all electronic gadgets or devices are strictly prohibited.

Additionally, the final date for the payment of the second quarter fee installment is 05 July 2026,
kindly pay the fee before reporting through school portal.

During vacations, parents must spend quality time interacting with children, teach them moral
values, and encourage daily participation in yoga, yajya, meditation, and sports.

The management clarifies that no requests for changing rooms or beds without any valid reason
will be entertained, so please do not pressure the administration.
